Eric:    	#9 – “Now I know why there’s only one “i“ in umpire.”  
Ryan: 	#8 – “Hey, Burnett – just saw your curveball on the back of a milk carton. “ 
Eric: 	#7 – “Hey ump, when the dog barks twice, you’re supposed to call it a strike.”    
Ryan: 	#6 – “Hey Burnett, first-pitch ceremony is over.”  
Eric: 	#5 – “Hey ump, which one of you guys is the designated driver?”  
Ryan: 	#4 – “A.J.: I’ve seen better sliders at White Castle.”  
Eric: 	#3 – “Hey blue, it’s a strike zone, not an end zone!”  
Ryan: 	#2 – “Hey, C.C. – one man to a pair of pants.”  
Eric:	And the #1 heckle that we have ready for tomorrow’s game – “C’mon blue, I get better calls from my ex-wife!”
